It should begin with the fact that the fact of human birth as the
moment of the beginning of law is given much attention by civil science,
while the fact of the termination of human existence unjustly remains
outside of scientific interest. The death of an individual is important for
civil law, this event is not only the moment of termination of civil legal
capacity and legal capability, but also the moment of opening of
inheritance and termination of certain legal relations. Jurisprudence
creates for its own needs a certain fiction that identifies death with the
moment.
Modern science considers the death of the human body from a
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
